Lockers are assigned to all students 
in Grades 7-12. Students are 

required to provide their own Key 
lock.  A student may not use a 

locker without a lock. The lock will 
be removed if the key has been lost 
and the student will have one week

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•No Lockers will be assigned tonight.  
•Lockers will be assigned Monday, August
