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Dual Enrollment

Students should have clear educational goals in mind prior to considering dual enrollment courses. Students are encouraged to seek guidance and support from both parents and administration before determining if Dual Enrollment is right for them.   Guidance appointments may be set up in the school office.
High school students may call BCC at 632-1111 beginning March 1st  to request a dual enrollment  early registration appointment. Students must have already submitted a BCC Application for Admission and been admitted to the college to make an appointment.

	Early Admission - (fall/spring semester, begins college transcript)
	Seniors, GPA-3.0+, classes left to take senior year- English, Am Gov’t, 
Economics, suggested students have 19 credits, will schedule fall and spring classes with BCC College Advisor, at the beginning of July, must take at least 12 semester hours of classes 

	Full Time Dual Enrollment - (spring semester, begins college transcript)
	Seniors, GPA 3.0+, classes left to take spring semester- ONLY electives, suggested students have completed  21.5 credits, meet with BCC College Advisor to schedule classes.  Must take at least 12 semester hours of classes

	Juniors and/or Seniors, GPA 3.0+, fall/spring semesters- up to 3 classes or 11 semester hours, some classes have pre-requisites, can take on-line or Saturday classes but not mini-mester

Preparation for Registration
1. Complete BCC application

2. Obtain official BCS transcripts from Mrs. Schwanda

3. Take CPT: If you do not have ACT or SAT scores you must take the CPT, call the learning lab at 433-5251(palm bay) or 433-5584(Melbourne) to schedule your appointment. You must have picture ID and an appointment to test.  [Tutoring for the College Preparation Test (CPT) is available in the learning lab (433-5251). Remember that the CPT can only be taken once a year.]
4. Attend a dual enrollment orientation at the BCC – Palm Bay or Melbourne campus.  Students must attend, parents are encouraged to attend.

5. Accelerated Education Program Form: Schedule an appointment to meet with Mrs. Schwanda.  She will fill out your AEP form at this meeting.  
6. Register for classes:  Schedule a appointment to meet with a BCC councelor to schedule your classes.  You must bring your accelerated learning form with you.
Important Information         

Prior to considering dual enrollment It is wise to contact the college or university your student wants to attend after graduation to determine if BCC courses transfer as English, Math, Science, etc. credit.

It is important to understand that while a student may want to attend college, not all are educationally or emotionally ready to handle college courses. Dual enrollment requires that BCS students attend classes with BCC students of varying ages and backgrounds. The average age of a BCC student is 28. Course content, instruction, academic expectations, and supporting materials have been developed for adult students typically age 18 or older. The grades a student receives in dual enrollment ultimately become a part of the student's permanent college and high school transcript.

Other Considerations:
· A college GPA of 3.0+ must be maintained to be accepted to Florida State Universities (UF, FSU, UNF, USF)

· Inappropriate and/or disruptive behavior is not tolerated at the college level and may result in an administrative withdrawal

· College courses may be difficult for students not used to taking Honor classes in high school

· Necessary academic foundations are required for selected programs and courses

· Time management skills are required for the college course schedule

· Professors test on required reading which is done independently of class time

· Typically study guides, extra credit, and retests are not given
· 9-week interim grades are not issued

· Professors don't meet with parents unless student initiates meeting and asks parent to attend

· Gordon Rule classes with 3,000/6,000 written words

· College writing is required which includes typed research papers rather than hand-written essays

· Tougher grading scale with fewer assignments and tests

· Student must receive a "C" or better to obtain credit toward an AA Degree

· Student may not be on BCS campus to hear morning announcements and must obtain this information on their own

· Ineligible to take prep, PE, music, overseas study, or mini-mester classes

· Transportation is NOT provided however, students can ride the Collegiate bus if seats are available

· BCC courses must fit with the BCS class schedule and the student must allow for travel time to/from BCC

WITHDRAWAL POLICY
Any student withdrawing from BCC classes must do so by the BCC withdraw deadline or they risk receiving a grade of “F” on the BCS report card and receiving no credit for the class. 

If a student withdraws from a BCC course and wants to continue in the dual enrollment program limits shall be placed on the number of courses a student will be allowed to take the following semester. 
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
